Lower Provo 600cfs 47 deg.

Utah’s Lower Provo River is going to be at the mercy of the Upper Provo for the next few weeks. Both Jordanelle Reservoir and Deer Creek Reservoir are full and the CUCWD will have to start matching flows in the river system. With the new spillway on the lower they will just let the water flow over it so we should see some warmer water temperatures than usual. Check flows before you go. The Pmd’s are out as well as the stoneflys. Pmd’s get started around eleven and stoneflys a little later. Pmd barr emerger in a size 16 works great as well as a hunchback pmd in the same size. If you get out earlier use sowbugs, midges, and san juans. We have seen little sallies in the mid afternoon as well as some golden stones. Iron sallie in size 14 and wired stones in size 10 have worked well. There are some fish up about midway through the pmd hatch but the fish are not committed to them yet. Same can be said about the stoneflys. The fish are pretty well spread out and we have had good success in all types of water. The problem is getting to them. If you don’t like to use a lot of weight fish behind rocks or structure. If you are good at throwing weight there are some large fish in the main channels.
Middle Provo 700cfs 45 deg.

As with the Lower matching flows are going to part of daily life for a little while. Flows are going to be very erratic. If they raise the flows fishing will slow down. As they lower the flows the fishing will get better. The Middle Provo has been fishing well on the edges and inside corner seams. You will have to cover a lot of water to find the slow to medium seams. San Juans are working well all day despite the clear water. Stonefly nymphs are also doing their job. We are using scuds, caddis and midges still when the larger flys don’t seem to get results. Although we have not seen any significant stonefly hatches they should only be a short time away. As soon as the water starts to go down and warms up a few degrees we should see our Green Drakes. Pmd’s will start as soon as the water gets close to 49deg. At these flows be very careful wading. Until flows get below 400cfs there are very few places to cross.
Weber River 460cfs

The Weber River has finally peaked and should start to decrease in flow every day. Until the flows get to around 250-300 cfs there is not a lot of places to wade fish. Because of the extremely high flows we have not fly fished there in a couple of weeks. Just two weeks ago the river at Oakley was over flood stage! We will update as the river starts to recede. It should fly fish very well though as all the summer hatches will come out at once.
Small streams near Park City

The Upper Provo is still very high with flows at Woodland still over 600. They should decrease very rapidly in the coming weeks. We should see drakes, stoneflys, and Pmd’s all out. Strawberry Pinnacles is fishing very well with green drakes, stoneflys and hoppers. South Fork of the Ogden has come down to summer flows and is fishing well. We’ve also had good Utah fly fishing reports from below Scofield Reservoir and Huntington Creek .Remember the West Fork of the Duchesne is closed until the second Saturday in July.
