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Lower Provo 475 cfs 49 deg.

The Lower Provo is fishing excellent. Pmd’s have taken over one of Utah’s finest fly fishing rivers. The fish could not be happier. They love to chow on any stage of our favorite mayfly. There are two sizes, a slender size #18 and a chunky #16. Any imitation will work. We have been partial to Barr emergers, hunchbacks, or Trina’s bubbleback but any good pheasant tail is just as good. You can fish nymphs all day but the hatch starts around eleven and the fish begin to rise around 2:30pm. Some afternoons there are an extraordinary amount of fish feeding on the surface. If you snap off to many big fish and have no Pmd’s left you can always downgrade to sow bugs or caddis patterns. Rafting on the weekdays has been slow, the weekends are off the chart. We are starting to see a lot of good size rainbows all the way down to Sundance which makes us very happy. This river just keeps getting better and better.
Middle Provo 500cfs 50 deg

Green Drakes are out and the crowd that follows them. This should go on for about a week or so. Stoneflys are still working and the caddis are just getting going where the fish are interested in them. The caddis will start to really intensify in the next few weeks and evening fishing will become very good Pmd’s are pretty good and should just keep getting better. We are hoping the flows will drop a little more which would open up some water and disperse the weekend crowds. The water is still off color and we are a little worried about how much algae is headed for Deer Creek. Sure would be nice is they could send some clear water that way at 50 deg. Is that to much to ask? The fish are in their summer feeding mode and almost any searching pattern will get results. Hopper fishing is on its way.
Weber River 200 cfs

The Weber has been desolate of Utah fly fisherman but it has been fishing outstanding. We have been getting some very big browns on some very small flys. Red WD 40’s in #20 has worked particularly well. Caddis are out and will be getting stronger as the month progresses. Mornings fish sow bugs, midge patterns, and caddis. Midday fish Pmd’s, prince nymphs. Evening fish caddis. Sight fishing is the way to go. If you want some peace and quiet try fly fishing the Weber.
Small Streams near Park City, Utah-North and West Fork Duchesne, Current Creek, Strawberry River, South Fork of the Ogden
All Utah’s small streams are now open for fly fishing. This time of year you can fish just about any stimulator and get results. Elk hair caddis patterns are a must for your small stream box. Hike in and find a beaver pond you will be amazed the size of the fish they hold. Look in the Utah fishing guide book and explore some of the littler known creeks and streams our state has to offer. Or better yet book a guide trip with Park City Anglers and we will bring you to these out of the way places for a nice day of mountain fly fishing.
