Lower Provo 320cfs 45 deg.

The CUWCD has reached their goal to raise the water to 550cfs at harbor drive for the June Suckers and have now brought it back down to 320cfs. This is a great level to fish at and we hope they leave it here for a while. You can still cross in many spots and the water is very clear and low enough to still sight fish. We have a little of everything going on now. At Vivian Park there are a few Pmd’s starting to show up and at the dam we are still having Blue wings hatch late in the day. Scuds and sowbugs are working great. Even San Juan worms .Nothing like spring Utah fly fishing. Although we haven’t seen any stoneflys they should show up anytime. We’ve had good fly fishing on Barr emergers, BWO version if up by the dam, Pmd version if below the trestle.RS2’s are money above the campground. For as little time as the water was up the fish really put on some shoulders. The rainbows are already in their pinhead physique. Don’t be shy, in order to get your fly to the fish you need a lot of weight, like 5-7 BB’s. Enjoy the kickoff of summer fly fishing season but remember to respect other anglers and private property. 
Middle Provo 425cfs 43 deg.

They have raised the Middle but I don’t think it is over yet. Even though Jordanelle is still 25 feet low there is a lot of snow still up in the Provo-Weber basin. They are already diverting 300cfs from the Weber into the Provo. It should only take a couple of weeks to fill the reservoir. That being said the middle is fishing great.San Juan worms and stonefly patterns are the top producers. As soon as that water comes up, those stoneflys start moving around. The stonefly patterns on the middle need to be some good looking technical patterns, wired stones, Hogans two tone stone or Morrish’s iron sally. Midges in the morning and there are still some late day Blue Wings from Lunker up to the dam that is still offering some good dry fly fishing. Grey Ray Charles sow bugs have worked well also. The water is exceptionally clear above Highway 40. Be very careful wading and wear studded boots if you got them, a staff helps also if you’re thinking about crossing. Always wear your belt this time of year.
Weber River 230cfs 
They have finally raised the river to its long term average but that is misleading. The gauge is at the dam. The Weber has many small streams that dump into it and many irrigation diversions that take out between Wanship and Coalville .The Weber is 200cfs above I-80, about 250cfs at Wanship, and then chalk creek puts in another boost. It’s a difficult way of saying if the water is off color or a little too fast, MOVE till you find good water. A 20% change in water flow makes a huge difference on this river. The caddis are still doing their thing in a big way in the upper reaches of the river. This all starts about 2pm.The dry fly fishing seems to be tapering off and there are not near as many fish up. It’s almost like they are sick of eating them. They will still take the midge and caddis pupae patterns. Thank heaven the stoneflys are starting to move around. Weber fish are not near as picky as their Provo brothers. A size 12 Pheasant Tail or Prince Nymph will get the job done. Of course always have a sow bug tied to your nymph rig. With the water coming up the mighty browns of the Weeb will be very opportunistic. Experiment. Call us with the most unlikely fly you caught a fish on! This is a great time of year to fish with flys that whitey can’t get in his little stinkin’ mouth. The higher water will displace a lot of newly hatched fry and streamers are a great option.
Small streams and creeks, upper Provo, Strawberry river etc.
Upper Provo is ripping right now and should be for the foreseeable future. There are still a few spots to throw stimis and stonefly nymphs. Strawberry River below soldier creek dam is at nice levels. Use Parachute Adams, caddis and zebra midges. The South Fork of the Ogden is a cooking pretty good (280cfs) and the stoneflys are moving around but it is very hard to wade at these levels. Use extreme caution. Diamond Fork is now a static flow river since the completion of the tunnel. Without the yearly flush it’s only a matter of time before there are no more Salmonflys or golden stones and the silt fills in. The DWR is already talking about having to stock this once great fishery. You may get a good day but don’t count on it.
